General plan

1. Evaluate existing diagnoses relevant to this plan


- If respective diagnoses exist, treat these diagnoses first


- The order in which the diagnoses should be treated depends on their urgency 

2. Evaluate existing medications relevant to this plan


- If respective medications exist, try to examine their effect first – eliminate them 

  or modify their dosage

3. Evaluate patient symptoms relevant to this plan

- If respective symptoms exist, determine if they should be treated or ignored

4. Evaluate other patient characteristics relevant to this plan


- If respective characteristics exist, try to eliminate them as a cause of this plan 

5. Determine which subtype of the plan does the patient have – use tests if necessary

6. Treat the subtype with corresponding procedure -> if the procedure is complicated, 

    open a new plan

7. End plan #n

General procedure

1. Determine negative obligatory tasks for the procedure:


- Medications that must not be taken


- Other treatment that must not be pursued

2. Determine positive obligatory and suggested tasks for the procedure:


- Medications



- Dosage



- Medication intake plan



- What to monitor and how – specify sub-procedure


- Other treatment



- Surgery



- Medical device installation



- Send patient to a specialized location (hospital and other)


- Tests



- Discuss results from previous tests. If they are insufficient, perform:




- Relevant test measurements and specify their boundary values



- When test is performed, return to the start of the plan

3. Give advice


- Medication usage advice


- Everyday life suggestions



- Dietary suggestions



- Activity recommendations


- Suggestions for medical staff

4. End procedure
