· If patient has acccompanying symptoms such as irregular heart rate, sweating, faintness, chest pain or dizziness, indicate irregular or poor heart function – sometimes mitral stenosis is present; usually various types of arrhythmia

· Other causes of palpitations include overexertion, adrenaline, alcohol, hyperthyrodism, anemia, panic disorder and anxiety

· Underlining cause of palpitation should be cured, not the symptom itself
