Sweating

Severity level: 3

Assumed congestive heart failure

Assumed patient is not performing increased physical activity

· Sweating by and in itself is not considered as a relevant symptom, therefore a combination of symptoms including sweating is indicating for certain disorder 

· If patient has the following symptoms: chest pain, quick pulse, irregular heart rate, dyspnea and palpitations, then atrial fibrillation plan is pursued

· If patient has the following symptoms: chest pain, dyspnea, palpitations, anxiety and dizziness, then myocardial infarction plan is pursued

· If patient has the following symptoms: increased body temperature, nausea, vomiting and/or diarrhea, then infection is suspected and is treated accordingly

· Otherwise the cause is unknown and thus out of the scope of this platform
