Assumed congestive heart failure

· if person has not exactly fainted, dizziness plan should be activated

· because of the heart failure, history of arrhythmia is observed first – if person has arrhythmia diagnosed or has irregular rhythm as a symptom, then arrhyhmia plan is pursued

· Most often cardiovascular system related causes include aortic stenosis and Subclavian Steal  Syndrome

· Other causes are usual for fainting: hypoglycemia, low BP, lack of adequate sleep, insufficient food and water, physical exercise in excess to energy reserves
